MASS next weekend 26/27 June we invite those parishioners in Ballymaguigan 

who live beyond St Trea’s school to attend the vigil Mass, and those who live on 

Creagh Road and beyond to border of Bellaghy (excluding Bannside & Hillhead 

Road) to attend the Sunday morning Mass. 
The obligation to attend Mass on Sundays and Holydays remains suspended. Because of the 

pandemic, numbers will be restricted to the capacity of the church. We intend to live-stream 

the main ceremonies.
