The Diocese is organising a Synod in 2024. We will have a listening process in the
diocese over the next two years in preparation for the Diocesan Assembly in 2024, but
parallel to that there will be a consultation in the coming months for the Synod in Rome
in 2023 and over the next few years for the National Assembly or Assemblies in 2026.
