To help you take part in the process 

the Synodal Core Group in the Archdiocese of Armagh has organised a virtual 

consultation that will broadcast twice a day 3pm and 8.30pm, Monday to Friday, from 

the 7th February to the 25th February on the St. Patrick’s Cathedral Webcam. The 

presentation lasts 45 minutes and it can be accessed through the Armagh Parish 

Website at www.armaghparish.net/cathedral-webcam, on YouTube at 

www.youtube.com/watch/S3scX2xCX0Y or on the www.armaghprays.com website.
